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Good Wine Cheap (and good food to go with it)

pear tree, there was some delightfully ripe fruit not harvested by the deer. The resulting recipe is one of our all time fa-
vorites.

The wine this month is a Viognier from Australia. This is a grape that | occasionally buy, mostly out of faith, but with a bit
of trepidation. Experience has shown that my tight fistedness has rarely led me to a good and inexpensive Viognier. (I
really am cheap; just ask the Boss.) A bad Viognier can take what should be a complex and aromatic wine into the
realm of tasting like medicine or cheap perfume.

| was pleasantly surprised by the 2006 Viogner sold under the Oxford Landing label. Oxford Landing is a lower price
point line of wines produced by the Yalumba Wine Company of South Australia. When | bought this bottle, | did not ex-
pect much. But, this white wine knocked my socks off. It has a distinctive floral nose. This is followed by the taste of
fresh peach and apricot. The smooth fruit flavor makes you expect sweetness. But, its nicely balanced acidity tames
this aspect. This is a very good wine for an aperitif or with the first course listed below. This wine is broadly marketed
for $7 to $8 a bottle.

Pear, Walnut and Blue Cheese Salad i makes six first course servings

Dressing: 3 thsp fresh lemon juice; 1 tbsp Dijon mustard; 1 medium shallot, minced; 1% tsp chopped fresh thyme; %2 cup
extra virgin olive oil; salt and pepper to taste

Salad Fixings: 5-6 ounces of baby or mesculin greens; 2 large rip pears, halved, cored and thinly sliced; 1 cup crumbled
blue cheese; 1 cup walnuts, toasted and coarsely chopped.

Whisk the first four ingredients of the dressing in a small bowl to blend. Gradually whisk in olive oil. Season to taste with
salt and fresh ground pepper.

Toss greens in a large bowl with enough dressing to coat. Divide greens among 6 plates. Top with pear slices. Sprinkle
with cheese and walnuts. Drizzle lightly with remaining dressing and serve. The result is absolute heaven.
